Nursing and Long Term Care Facilities Update 
  In regards to the 5 Long Term Care Facilities in Cedar Grove.  We have been in continual contact 
with the department of health regarding the severe impact of COVID-19 on these facilities. Health 
officials advise that once a case of COVID19 has been detected in one of these facility, it is considered an 
outbreak. The facility is then assigned an outbreak number and all of the cases within the facility in its 
residents and staff are linked. 
 The Township of Cedar Grove shares health service with Montclair Health Dept. The Montclair 
Health Dept. Director of Nursing is directly responsible for coordination with NJDOH, the 
epidemiologists at Essex Regional Health Commission, and the Directors of the Long Term Care Facilities, 
here after referred to as LTC Facilities.  
 
 The LTC facilities are all documenting a number of data points including but not limited to 
temperature readings, symptoms of residents and staff and whether they were hospitalized and/or 
discharged or have died.  The facilities are required to submit this data to the director of nursing 
daily.  The health department is working closely the facilities to ensure they understand and are
